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Selective Coloration: 
 
Want to emphasize the subject in a photo? Apply a Hue/Saturation 
Adjustment layer to it and move the Saturation slider all the way to the left 
(desaturate). Click OK. With the Adjustment Layer thumbnail selected and 
your foreground paint color set to black, use the Brush tool to paint areas 
of the photo where you want to restore the colors. Magical!
